1.  PLUG REAR COULTER GANG HYDRAULIC HOSES INTO DESIRED TRACTOR OUTLET.  INSURE THAT TIPS
AND COUPLERS ARE CLEAN.  AT THE TRACTOR, ADJUST HYDRAULIC FLOW TO 30% OF MAXIMUM AND TO
CONSTANT VS. TIMED OUTPUT.
 
2.  DO NOT ALLOW ANYONE TO STAND NEAR REAR COULTER GANG WHEN RAISING OR LOWERING.
LOWER REAR COULTER GANG WITH TRACTOR HYDRAULICS AND ENGAGE CIRCUIT IN LOWER POSITION,
DO NOT RUN THIS HYDRAULIC CIRCUIT IN NEUTRAL/LOCKED POSITION.
